I was swept up in fire  (Though it seems you were correct to banish here, it is interesting to note that Fire is the element hidden in Water...reading the Golden Chain of Homer) and this reminded me of the chariot, but I banished it. I flew to the moon which was white and cratered. It tasted vaguely of salt, like epsom salt or baking soda (sodium bicarbonate). I met a fish who passed the tests and regurgitated another fish, a twin. He said they fed one another and kept each other alive through a symbiotic relationship. One was conscious and the other was subconscious. The same thing could be found in my center and gut-feeling or instinct. The salt preserved their essence. His name was something like Qadr-mish-sani-huruf (or harabi??). I thanked him and left.
